






Flan 

A flan is an open-topped pie similar to a quiche or custard tart. The base is of shortcrust 

pastry, distinguishing it from the tart, which more often has a puff pastry base. 

The Modern English word 'flan' and the earlier 'flawn' come from French flan. The earlier 

words for a flat cake derived from the Old Castillan flado. Several Roman and Medieval 

sources reveal the flan was present in their cultures. Thanks to the Roman Empire, its recipe 

was extended through the continent, although the idea of mixing eggs and milk was taken 

from Old Greece.

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Survey Results 

# of Continents? 7? 6? 5?  

ISS News presents the results of our previous Continent survey.  
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*50% (12) of the participants were taught that there are 7 continents: Asia, Africa, North America, South America, Europe, 
Australia, and Antarctica. Most of these participants are from the U.S., and Canada. 

*25% (6) were taught that there are 6 continents: Africa, America, Antarctica, Asia, Australia, 
and Europe. 

*25% (6) were taught that there are 5 continents: Africa, America, Asia, Australia and Europe. 
Most of these voters are from Central and South America.  

As you can see, the differences come whether if you consider America as one continent, or as 
two: North and South America. Other elements to consider is if the inhabited Antarctica should 
be considered or not as a continent.

In conclusion, depending where you were raised and went to school, the number of continents vary.
