Reverse Culture Shock is often 

associated with conflicting emotions, 

anxiety and stress, very similar to that 

experienced upon first arriving in the 

U.S. Though you are happy to be re-

united with your family and old friends, 

you soon find that you hold an idealized 

view of home and that you and your 

friends have moved on with your lives 

during the time you were in the U.S.

Increase!  

Starting Nov 23, 2010, US Citizenship and Immigration 

Services (USCIS) will charge more for a variety of requests.   
  
 Two increases that may impact many New School students are: 

 

OPT: Form I-765 Application for Employment Authorization  

Increase from $340 to $380 

 

Replace lost I-94 card: Form I-131 Application for Travel Document         
Increase from $305 to $360 

 

Please file any requests so that they reach USCIS before the Nov 23rd 

deadline to avoid these increased fees.  A complete fee list is available 
here.

However, 

according to  the 13th annual Straphangers Campaign "State of the 

Subways" report, the C was the worst train in the city for the second year 

in the row, while the 7 train won best train in the system also for second 

year in a row.

FAVORITE SUBWAY LINE 

-The L "because the reporter has very nice voice: 

"The next L train arrives at the 8th avenue track" 

and also because this train connects East Village 

and Williamsburg - two very nice areas!!!"  

-The Q, because "it goes express from 59th 

Street!!! There is always a seat, even in rush 

hour. The 4/5 is faster, but super crowded."  

 

LEAST FAVORITE SUBWAY LINE 

-The G, because... 

"There should be a faster way to get from Brooklyn to Brooklyn!"  

"When I first came to New York, waiting for the G I realized was a waste 

of time. Then, I heard similar sentiments from others who have taken this 

line." 

-The L because "constantly goes to Brooklyn, but NEVER into Manhattan, 

dugh." 

-The 1 because (it is) "Totally old and shabby." 

-The A, because (it is) "dirty looking, old..."  

 

OTHER COMMENTS 

"all of them are visual, so I can't write any of them in words..." 

 

"Some tourists don't realize that New York is a very diverse city and talk 

about personal things openly, in their native language because they feel 

safe. Riding the train in NYC is a field trip for any multilingual 

psychologist." 

 

"There are so many to choose from. The best I would say was on 

Halloween last year, finding someone who matched exactly what I was 

wearing, when just walking into the same subway carriage. A photo 

opportunity could not be missed."
