Did you know that...?

...despite the centuries that have passed
since New York City was the Dutch colony

of New Amsterdam, the influence of Dutch _
names is still visible.
ISS News presents some examples.

Coney Island: called Konijn Eiland or "Rabbit Island", for the good hunting
found there. The rabbits are gone, while the name still remains.

Brooklyn: Breuck-Landt, or "broken land", due to the small ponds that
broke the landscape.

The Bowery: from de Bouwerij, meaning the farm.

Harlem: derived from Haarlem, a city located in northern Netherlands.
The distance from Amsterdam to Haarlem is the same as from the tip of
Manhattan to Harlem in New York.

Stuyvesant Town: from Pieter
Stuyvesant, last director-general of the
Dutch colony.

Flushing: named after Vlissingen, in
southwestern Netherlands, the main port
of the Dutch West India Company back in
the 17th century.

Staten Land: from Staaten Eylandt,
named in honor of the Dutch parliament
known as the Staten-Generaal.

a protective wall was built on what is i
now Wall Street. named after Spuyten Duyvil
Creek, a Dutch name with various
historical spellings and meanings, the most plausible of which

"Spinning Devil" or "Devil's Whirlpool".

The name Spuyten Duyvil currently refers to the
southernmost section of Riverdale, below West 232nd Street
(or below 239th Street by some definitions - though this
definition is considerably less accurate.)
