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Reminder

Travel Signature

ISS wants your travels to be safe and stress-free. If your
document's travel signature is more than 9 months old, avoid
last minute stress: come in now for a new one!

As the 2010/2011 academic year is drawing to a close and you may be
planning to travel outside the U.S. over the summer, we wanted to remind
you to check your travel signature.

e F-1and J-1 students who are current students should get a valid
travel signature every 9 months.

e F-1 students on OPT still must have a valid signature every 6
months.

e J-1 professors and scholars still must have a valid signature every 6
months.

If you will need a new travel signature to re-enter the United States, you
must request a new signature BEFORE you travel. You must submit your
original 1-20 or DS-2019 to ISS for a travel signature; we cannot sign
copies.

-One-day travel signature processing remains your best option: Drop
off your 1-20 or DS-2019 at ISS today, and it will be waiting for you at ISS
the following business day after 3 p.m. See our online service request
form.

-Travel signatures will be available for on-the-spot or same-day service
(depending on volume) any Friday ISS is open,10 a.m.-4 p.m. Travel
signatures are also available for on-the-spot processing during our drop-
in hours: Mondays and Wednesdays from 2:00-4:45 p.m.

-Expedited Processing and Mailing Fees: Apart from these sets of times
(as above), students who submit documents later or who request
expedited processing will be charged mailing fees for their documents to
be mailed to them abroad.
