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Parsons’ External Partnership Program connects private companies, non-profit organizations, and government agencies to emerging design talent while providing its students with opportunities to work on real-world projects in the classroom.  Among other projects, Parsons' students have developed designs for product labels for Kiehl’s Since 1851, designs for Target stores, chemotherapy delivery sites for Memorial Sloan Kettering Cancer Center, intranet web applications for JPMorgan and product-development workshops for traditional Mayan weavers with Care.

· A cash award is made directly to the student(s) or student team(s) whose work is selected as the “winner(s)”, in addition to the project fee to Parsons

· An entire class is devoted to a design challenge for up to a semester or more, engaging students from one or more academic departments 

· Quality-control is provided through faculty and peer oversight and engagement 

· All students in the course develop work in response to the design challenge either individually or in teams
