SUBCONTRACT AGREEMENT

between

This Subcontract Agreement is entered into on this ___________ day of _____________, ____, (hereinafter referred to as "the Agreement"), between New School University, a non-profit, private educational institution existing in the State of New York, (hereinafter referred to as "NSU"), and ORGANIZATION, a non-profit policy research organization existing in the State of New York, (hereinafter referred to as "ORGANIZATION’S INITIALS/ABBREVIATION (OI)"). 

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, NSU has entered into an agreement (hereinafter referred to as the "Prime Grant"), with ​​​SPONSOR, (hereinafter referred to as "SPONSOR INITALS/ABBREVIATION (SI)"), for the project entitled "TITLE" (hereinafter referred to as the "Project") and which includes funds for collaborative work on the Project, and;

WHEREAS, the parties desire to enter into this Agreement under said Prime Grant for work described herein and ORGANIZATION is willing and able to make qualified personnel and facilities available to conduct such work,

NOW, THEREFORE, THE PARTIES INTENDING TO BE LEGALLY BOUND AGREE AS FOLLOWS:

1
STATEMENT OF WORK

1.1
OI agrees to furnish and deliver all personnel, supplies and services set forth in the “Statement of Work,” a copy of which is incorporated herein, and attached to this Agreement as Appendix A.  

1.2
Substantial deviations from the aforesaid proposal shall be discussed with and are subject to the advance written approval of NSU's Principal Investigator and the Office of the Provost.

2
PERIOD OF PERFORMANCE

The project period begins _______________________________, (hereinafter referred to as the "Project Period").  Performance of this Agreement shall begin on the date of execution and shall not extend beyond the end date of the Project Period unless further extended by written amendment of this Agreement.

3
COST AND PAYMENT

3.1
The cost for OI portion of the budget is ________ for the Project Period.  NSU is not liable for excess costs during the Project Period.

A payment schedule is attached and incorporated herein as Appendix B.

4
PERSONNEL

4.1
___________ is hereby designated, in accordance with the Prime Grant, as the NSU Principal Investigator for the Project Period.  The Principal Investigator is responsible for monitoring all aspects of the Project and for providing general supervision of the work.

4.2
_________________ of  ______________ is hereby designated, in accordance with the Prime Grant, as OI Senior Researcher for the Project Period.  The OI  Senior Researcher is responsible for the work and services covered by this Agreement. 

5
REPORTS

5.1
Performance reports shall be submitted by the OI Senior Researcher as requested by the NSU Project Director. Only those reports necessary for NSU's fulfillment of its obligation to SI under the Prime Grant shall be requested.

5.2
A final performance report shall be submitted to the NSU Project Director on or before thirty (30) days prior to the SI due date, which will be determined by SI at the end of the Project Period. NSU will give OI reasonable prior notice of report due date.

6
APPROVALS

All re-budgeting actions and prior approval requests from OI shall be submitted to the NSU Project Director for final approval.

7
INSPECTION

Designated representatives from NSU shall have the right to inspect and review the progress of the work performed pursuant to this Agreement.  Access shall be granted to the facilities used or otherwise associated with the work performed and to all relevant information, including but not limited to: test results, computations, and/or analyses used or generated under this Agreement.  All such inspections shall be conducted in a manner as to not unduly delay the progress of work and NSU shall give OI reasonable prior notice of inspections.  Inspections by NSU will not relieve OI of its responsibilities to fully and formally report the details of the work as set forth in Section 5 of this Agreement.

8
INDEMNIFICATION

OI  agrees to indemnify and hold NSU harmless for any loss, claim, damage, or liability of any kind resulting from the activities of OI arising out of this Agreement.

9
PUBLICITY

Advertising or publicity material shall have or contain no reference to NSU without the express written approval of the NSU Office of the General Counsel.

10
GENERAL

10.1
In the conduct and completion of the Project, pursuant to this Agreement, OI agrees to establish, maintain and follow policies and procedures which are consistent with the undertaking of NSU under the Prime Grant, and which policies and procedures are necessary to enable NSU to fulfill its obligations and responsibilities to SI under said Prime Grant.

10.2
OI  agrees to be bound by the terms and conditions of the Prime Grant mentioned above as imposed by NSU.

10.3
 OI  agrees it will not perform any act in performance of the Agreement which may prejudice NSU, or which may interfere with NSU's undertaking and obligations under the Prime Grant.

10.4
This contract shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of New York, without reference to New York’s conflicts of law principles. The parties consent to venue and personal jurisdiction in the state and federal courts located in New York County, NY for the resolution of any disputes arising out of this Agreement.

11
AUDIT

All costs incurred under the Agreement are subject to audit by the cognizant audit agency.  OI agrees to give auditors access to its records when necessary to document costs relating to the Project.

12
AUDIT REPORTS

All account records shall be kept for a period of three years from the date of the final closeout of this contract and shall be subject, upon request, to inspection by SI.  OI further agrees to provide NSU with copies of any independent auditors' reports which certify compliance with regulations which bear directly on the performance and administration of the Agreement.  In cases of non-compliance, OI will provide to NSU copies of responses to auditors’ reports and plans for corrective action.
