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Literature Concentrator Progress Record 
Requirements:
· Complete NINE courses in Literature, which must show progress through introductory through intermediate to an advanced level in the discipline. 

· Must include at least one course in poetry, one in fiction, one in drama (which may include a Shakespeare course) and one which is literary criticism and/or literary history and/or genre theory and/or literary theory. 

· Complete EITHER an independent Senior Work OR a Senior Seminar as their capstone Senior Experience in the concentration.
· Lang Literature (LLIT) courses, (2000 and above) all count towards the concentration. Literature courses in other programs across the university (ULEC, ULIT, NLIT) should be considered by the Chair before the student confirms enrollment to see if they fulfill concentration requirements.
· Only a limited number of ULEC credits can be counted twice towards the required ULEC credit total and the LIT concentration.  Students must have these courses approved by the Chair if they want them to apply towards the concentration. 

· Transfer students are urged to see the Chair soon after arrival at Lang to work out which of their transfer credits provisionally applied to Literature can count towards the Literature concentration (this involves providing syllabi for those courses to be considered).
