These 8 variable dance credits can be fulfilled by 
either studio or liberal arts credits, in any 
combination, from courses within the dance area of 
study. For example, students who become interested 
in the field of Critical Dance Studies could fulfill 
this requirement with two Dance seminars, students 
more interested in performance careers could take 
predominantly studio courses such as dance practice 
and performance courses, while students more 
interested in creative practice could fulfill these 
elective credits primarily with choreographic 
research courses.
